3.3. Objectives and criteria  

3.3.1 A convener is appointed by the West Australian Regional Committee and a 
date is set in July. Two adjudicators are appointed by the convener on the 
day of presentation. 

3.3.2 Each paper is rated on the following: 

• Presentation skills 
• Illustrations  
• Research Content  
• Clinical Relevance 
• Questions 

 
3.3.3 A unanimous decision is to be reached for the medal to be awarded. 

3.3.4 The award will be made only if a presented paper is of a standard worthy of 
the medal. 

3.3.5 The winner is announced at the conclusion of the meeting. 
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
